CCAYFL LINEMAN ELIGIBLE

Special Rules

1. All lineman eligible players are required to wear numbers 50-79 or 90-99, and are classified as linemen eligible. All linemen eligible must have an orange or yellow or red “X” on the back of their helmet, min 4”X 4”.
 

2. Players in an offensive scrimmage formation must wear numbers 50-79 or 99-99,    inclusive:
       a. Must take set positions as offensive linemen before the snap;
       b. Must be in 3-point or 4-point stance at the snap.
       c. Cannot be lined up in Tight End/Wide Receiver position.

       d. Cannot be used as a pulling guard

3. Lineman-Eligible players in an offensive scrimmage formation must be between the     tight ends or wide receivers. Eligible offensive positions are: Center, Guard and Tackle. Under NO circumstances can a lineman eligible player be uncovered on either end of the offensive line. Only four linemen eligible players can play at any one time. Linemen Eligible players cannot be used as pulling guards.
4. Lineman-Eligible players in a defensive scrimmage formation are required to be on the defensive line of scrimmage, as defined by National Federation rules. 

Eligible defensive positions are: are Nose-Tackle, Defense Tackle, and Defense End. Defensive linemen eligible must line up on the inside shoulder of the offensive tackle or straight up, directly in front of the offensive player. Only (3) Linemen eligible can play at any one time on defense in the above stated positions. LE’s must be in a three or four point stance on the defensive line.
 5. All lineman-eligible players are prohibited from attempting to advance the ball. Whenever any lineman-eligible player possesses a live ball, the ball becomes dead at the spot of possession and the game official(s) shall sound their whistle(s) to stop play. Team possession and the number of the next down shall be determined by National Federation rules, which would normally be applied when the ball becomes dead. 

6. If a lineman-eligible players jersey is damaged beyond repair during game play the player is in eligible to continue play, it is illegal for a lineman eligible to switch jerseys, without authorization from the Football Commissioner. However if the opposing Head Coach agrees, (must be noted on the mandatory play form) the player can return with a different jersey, but the number still must fall into the lineman-eligible range, (50-79,90-99) and the Football Commissioner must be notified within 24 hours of the conclusion of the game. The lineman-eligible cannot use the jersey of another rostered player; it must be an unused jersey number.

If it is ever determined that a coach has used a linemen eligible player in any other position other than stated in this statement, said team shall lose all linemen eligible players and the head coach will be suspended permanently, and the association will be subject to significant sanctions and fines. 
(This includes after weigh-in, switching a linemen eligible jersey and helmet to make them appear as a regular player)
